Let’s Go Third Edition is a seven-level course designed  
for children learning English for the first time. The themes 
and situations throughout the books are universal to 
children everywhere.

Let’s Go emphasizes communication within a carefully 
controlled grammatical syllabus with a variety of activities 
that focus on interactive communication. The activities and 
exercises in each lesson are highly student-centered. 
Students are encouraged to communicate with one 
another, first in groups and then in pairs, after they have 
developed sufficient confidence and familiarity with the 
language. This pairwork is crucial, since it is here that 
students are really communicating with one another  
in situations most closely resembling life outside the 
classroom.

The lessons in Let’s Go incorporate techniques from several 
methods that have been repeatedly proven successful in 
teaching English to children. Among the numerous 
methods and techniques drawn upon for this course are 
the MAT (Model, Action, Talk) Method, Total Physical 
Response (TPR), The Functional Approach, The 
Communicative Approach, The Audio-Lingual Approach, 
and The Grammatical/Structural Approaches, which 
examine grammar, focusing on patterns and structure in 
language to aid comprehension and retention.

Let’s Go Third Edition has also incorporated more recent 
scholarship into its instruction, including the educational 
theories of Multiple Intelligences and Process-Focused 
Learning.

Time Guidelines
The majority of class time can be spent on presenting and practicing the new 
language. Books can be closed more than open since Let’s Go focuses on 
developing communicative competence.

The timing of a 30-minute class might be:

Warm Up and Review	 5 minutes
Presentation and Practice	 15–20 minutes
Games and Activities	 5–10 minutes

Pacing
The pacing of a language class for children must be lively. To maintain the students’ 
interest, activities should be changed approximately every 5–7 minutes, or 
whenever the students’ interest starts to wane. It is much better to stop an activity 
while the children are still involved in it than to wait until they are no longer 
interested. Favorite activities can always be used again later. This also holds true 
for drills and practices, which should be done at a challenging pace to establish 
natural English rhythm and intonation.
